The UCSB Alumni Legacy Scholarship Application must be completed, including a 250 word
personal statement and 2 reference letters, by November 30, 2011.

AWARDS

A screening committee, selected from the UCSB Alumni Association Board of Directors will review
applications before the winter UCSB Alumni Association Board of Directors meeting.

The interview committee will make a recommendation to the board of directors regarding recipients.
The board of directors will vote on these recipients at the winter board of directors meeting.

Recipients receive recognition at the UCSB Alumni Association Annual Awards Luncheon in
Spring 2011. Recipients will receive the funds the following academic year in their fall BARC
account.
